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The purpose of the Implementation Status Report is to meet the Commission’s reporting obligations. It also serves the purpose as a key document for the JMC’s deliberations of reviewing and assessing the ongoing Phare and Transition Facility programmes.

The Implementation Status Report provides for a synthesis and a standard format of consolidating the information/findings of the Sectoral (Component) Monitoring Reports, Interim Evaluation Reports, National Fund financial reporting including procurement data and minutes of the SMSC meetings. 

The Report consists of two parts. Part I covers three areas. First it provides for an overview of the implementation status. This overview is then followed by a review of operational/financial performance by sector. Finally, it sets out the conclusions and recommendations of the report. Part II contains the annexes with detailed project information.
